We Believe...

The words of the original writings of the Old and New Testaments
are God-breathed. Therefore, they are inerrant and carry the
authority of God (Psalm 12:6; Proverbs 30:5; II Timothy 3:16;
II Peter 1:20-21).

II Corinthians 6:14-18; II Timothy 3:5; II John 10-11).

Satan is a personal spirit-being who, along with other fallen angels,
seeks to oppose God and His purposes. Satan and his angels will be
sent to the abyss during the millennial phase of Christ’s earthly
kingdom, and at the millennium’s conclusion, will be consigned to the Lake
of Fire eternally (Ezekiel 28:12-17; I Peter 5:8; Revelation 20:1-3, 7-10).
